An Open Letter

to the English and the American Nation.

It is to you, the great, free and gentle na-
tion of England and America that we appeal in
our letter of to day.

We are addressing you thus directly, because
we have been separated from you by the Con-
ference’s artful diplomatic workings which are
not always accessible either to you or us, just
as we are separated from your diplomates by
the invisible yet powerful net of our enemies’
intrigues. These latter dare or cannot act openly
with their beaver up, but fight stealthily, using
treachery, vile calumny and hypocrite phrases
for weapon.

Our speech shall be simple and sincere, as
simple and true as are the facts we shall quote
further on, and which require explanation in the
name of the blood shed in common by your
soldiers and the Polish ones, in the name of the

name of our common culture, our Christian, de-
mocratie, freedom-loving, old culture.

The Polish nation which has bound its
cause with that of the Coalition without restriction,

and with its characteristic idealism of thought |

and feeling, is deeply stirred by the wrong done
to us by certain proceedings and propositions of
our allies. In order to evaluate the degree as well
as the dimensions of this wrong it is sufficient to
compare the dealings of the Powers with us to
their dealings with the other allies.

Thus:

1. In spite of the unanimous resolution taken
by Cambon’s commission consisting of represen-
tatives of all the allied Powers, it has been decided
to cut from Poland’s live body the town of Gdansk
(Danzig) and its district which belongs to* Po-
land by history and nature, and is indispensable
to its existence, in order to make of it an »inde-
pendent State«, under pretext of not wronging
about three hundred thousand Germans who live
side by side with the Poles within the boundaries
of that »State«. At the same time however, a ter-
ritory densily inhabited by three and a half
millions of ummixed German population has
been incorporated into the Czecho-Slovaque State
without the slightest restriction or discussion.

Why ¢

2. In settling the Western boundaries, an
essentially Polish population of 100.000 heads
and 10.000 km? of Polish territory belonging to
Poland since centuries have been separated from

our country to the profit of the Germans. The terri- |

This »plebescitical experiment« which is only
to be made in Poland, takes a tragic aspect thanks
to the circumstance that the Coalition passes to
the order of the day over the stated existence
of a huge Polish majority. If the German work
of extermination which has lasted six centuries
has bornu its poisoned fruit in the soul of the
infortunate population, if it has erooked or blun-

| ted the national conscience of this enormous ma-

jority, we shall see how readily it is delivered
over to a handful of colonists whose existence in
this country is in itself based on violence and the
invader’s privileges. Is the heroism of those mi-
ners and, peasants not great enough as yet, who
resisted the most monstruous system of national
oppression and extermination during six hundred
years, remaining Poles in spite of all?

This physical faet is not considered a suffi-
cient one, and a terrible game is to be played
with the soul of the population, people are
ordered to choose between the powerful German
moloch who torments and tempts them in at the
same times and between their own country which
seems still s6 remote, wrapped as it were, in a
mist, and which is as yet so tragically powerless.

Silesia has been Poland’s cradle. Two mil-
lions of Poles live there since more than a thou-
sand years. Its economical value (coal) forms a
»conditio sine qua non« of our economiecal exist-
ence. Nevertheless it is eventually to be given,
— and then for ever — to the Prussians. The
negroes of the African colonies however are taken
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under protection and are delivered from the Prus-
sian tyrany by the Coalition without a plebiscit,
and as it were out of humanitary regard. Should
the Coalition not think fit to have this purely
human regard for the Poles too?

Why ?

3. Our request to be given a part of the
German merchant service has met with a refusal,
though is was more than justly founded; at the

same time the Czechs have been granted without |

any reasen whatever a part of it, though it has
cost many a blood-stained Polish shilling levied
pitylessly through many years of cruel bondage,
and though we are indeed the first who ought
to receive a compensation, if it were only for the
Polish forests cut down and laid waste by the
Germans during the occupation, and which yielded
such splendid timber for ship-building. The Czechs
however have mnever had anything in common
with Germany and its shipping-service.

Why ?

4. Since six months the diplomacy of the

Coalition is trying in vain to find a solution
to the question of Silesia-Teschen, Spisz and

Orawa, but it has not the courage to decide it in
an honest and clear way. The Polish nation is
filled with bitterness at the mere supposition
that our allies who have to give the world »a just
and lasting peace«, might be able to allot the
Czechs the population of Teschen (Cieszyn), Spisz
and Orawa which is indubitably a Polish one
(see the witness of the Czechs themselves), as an

[ purposely exposed to infection

additional gift besides the Slovaques, Ruthenians |

and Germans they have abready been presented
with. The Czechs do not even try to find another
reason for this annexion than their appetite for
the Karwin-Coal.

5. During -the world - war a Polish as well
as a Czech army of volunteers has been fighting
side by side with the Coalition. The latter re-
turned to its country six months ago, although
the Czechs were then attacked by no one. It is
they, on the contrary, who have treacherously
broken the agreement of the 5. November by
invading Polish territory with the help of that
army. Haller’s soldiers however have been forcibly
retained on foreign soil during all that time, in
spite of Poland being attacked on three sides by
the Ruthenians, the Germans and the Czechs,
and being more over menaced by the Bolsheviks,
so that it found itself in the most tragic position.

Why ?

6. When Haller’'s troups were at last given
back to their country after several months of
entreaties and applications, the news that Eng-
land and America had made restrictions as to
their use, struck us like a thunderbolt. The go-
vernments of these two countries did »not wishe
them to be used in defense of their own country
against the Ruthenians, because... America was
not at war with the Ruthenians and because
there were also American citizens enrolled in that

army! It is difficult to overcome a bitter feeling
remembering that Polish citizens have been
fichting in large numbers in the army of the |

Coalition and that the Polish government which
had been created by the Germans did not pro-
test, though it was under their iron rule. It is

8. With a light heart they abandon the peaceful
Ruthenians of Hungary to the Czechs, they allot
the quiet Ruthenians of the Bukowina to Ruma-
nia, but the Ruthenians of Galicia who call them-
selves Ukrainians, these criminals and Bolshe-
viks who have grown and developed under the
influence and at the pay of the Prussians, are
taken under protection against the Poles with-
out considering that at least %, of the autochtone
population of East Galicia are genuine Poles, while
part of the Ruthenians wish to belong to Poland.

Its appurtenance to Poland is so
doubtless that even the Germans and the Au-
strians dared not, in their treaty of Brzesk-Litewsk,
Separate openly Galicia from Poland as they had
done with the territory of Chelm to the benefit

. . 9. In all the above mentioned causes the
Diplomacy of the Conference of Peace simply
does not listen either to the arguments and in-
formations given by our own delegates or to
those of its own experts and delegates to whom
it has confided the task of examining these ques-
fions and of bringing adequate motions. However
these motions are rejected and the whole material
to their support annulated as soon as it speaks in
our favour. This was done to the unanimous mo-
tion of Cambon’s mission, concerning Gdansk

(Danzig) and Eastern Prussia. The same happened |

to the opinion of Noulens’ mission concerning Si-
lesia - Teschen, further to General Barthélemy’s
and colonel Smyth’s and consorts motions in the
East Galician question. The members of these
missions were representatives of the four allied
Powers, but mostly of England and America.
Nevertheless their conscientious work of long weeks
has been put aside. Their reports and motions
which were in our favour have been passed over
as non -existent, and decisions have been taken
which are in direct opposition to them and which
are always and consequently to our disad-
vantage.

Why ?

10. We must consecrate a special paragraph
to the attitude adopted by the Coalition as to the
so called Pogroms. It is probably the result of
the passionate and calumnious campaign against
Poland, the aim of which is to warp the Coalition’s
opinion in this matter. It is impossible to enter into
all the details of this campaign in this place. We
shall therefore limit ourselves to set aright two
of the most famous facts, in order to charaterise
its objective value as well as its sources. First
fact: Shortly after the deliverance of Wilno,
a report went through the Viennese and Berlin
press that the Polish army had made a terrible
pogrom there, on May 5% during which 2000 Jews
had been killed. Mr. Mackenzie of the New York
Herald (Paris edition), the American journalist
who was in Wilno that same day, has stated that
there was no pogrom at all, neither on the
5% May nor on any other day, and that not a
single Jew had been killed. »Tracing these reports
of the supposed pogrom to their source, says
Mr. Mackenzie, whe learned that they had been
sent abroad by the German wireless telegraph
station at Konigsberg.« A number of such ima-
ginary pogroms has been imputed to us.. Second
fact: The famous so-called »pogrom of Lwéwe
has been represented by the Jews as the hideous
massacre of defenseless crowds of thousands
of vietims. The truth however is that 34 (thirty-
four) Jews were killed during a mu tual shoot-
ing (according to the official Jewish registers).
At the same time real and terrible pogroms of
the unarmed Jewish population took place in fifty-
six different places of the Ukraina. The fact that
at Ploskiréw, the number of the victims amounted
to 5000 (Jewish accounts), is the best proof of
their proportions. These massacres however are
discreetly passed over in silence, or at least
hushed up by the Jews abroad, whilst the brawl
at Lwéw which ensued between a number of Jews
and the excited mob irritated by their provoking
attitude towards the Polish army, and driven to
despair by their systematical usury and exploita-
tion during the war which made thousands of
victims, has been blown into a European, nay,
a world - catastrophe.

The blood of tens of thousands of Po-
les tortured to death with brutish premeditation
by the Bolsheviks of Galicia who call themsel-
ves Ukrainians, has been weighed on the scales of
Justice of the Conference of Peace, and it has
been found of so light importance, that the only
reaction on the side of the Conference was an
injunction to the Poles not to defend themselves
at all, but to abandon a million and a half of
their brothers to further torture and extermination.

The blood of thirty- four Jews however
has weighed so heavily on these same scales of
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Justice that, heedless of the Christian blood, a pro-
position was made to the aim of limiting the
suzerainity of the Polish State by creating
an international office of control for the protec-
tion of the Jews.

11. Is the offending want of confidence which
